JOINT RESOLUTION BY THE EXECUTIVE AND HEALTH AND HUMAN DEVELOPMENT
COMMITTEES AUTHORIZING THE SALE OF RIDGEWOOD CARE CENTER TO VILLA
HEALTHCARE COMPANY OF SKOKIE, ILLINOIS

To the Honorable Members of the Racine County Board of Supervisors:

WHEREAS, the Racine County Board of Supervisors recognizes Ridgewood Care Center
(“Ridgewood”) as a positive community asset, and endorses the mission of Ridgewood; and

WHEREAS, in his first Budget Address in October 2015, the County Executive promised to
create a taskforce to identify and address the sustainability of Ridgewood; and

WHEREAS, the County Executive Task Force on the Future of Ridgewood (“Task Force”)
assembled on several occasions beginning in January 2016, and deliberated on the question of
whether or not Racine County should continue to be in the nursing home business; and

WHEREAS, after considerable research provided by staff and outside qualified experts, the
Task Force concluded that considerable fiscal deficits will increase and impact the tax levy should
Racine County continue to operate Ridgewood in the current environment of flat State Medicaid
Reimbursement Rates, continual decline of average daily census, and the State of Wisconsin’s
preference for In-Home Care; and

WHEREAS, in light of the foregoing the Task Force recommended that the County
Executive publish a Request For Proposal soliciting the services of a real estate investment broker
that is experienced and specializes in the sale of nursing homes in the State of Wisconsin, to
broker the sale of Ridgewood on behalf of Racine County; and

WHEREAS, the Executive and Health and Human Development Committees
(“committees”) convened on several occasions beginning in February, and on May 10" authorized
the County Executive to solicit the services of an experienced real estate broker to broker the sale
of Ridgewood as a continuing skilled nursing operation at its existing location; and

WHEREAS, the County contracted with Mr. Ray Giannini, of the brokerage firm of Marcus
& Millichap Real Estate Investment Sales, in June to broker the sale of Ridgewood, and with
direction from and following the intent of the committees, narrowed the list of potential buyers, and
ultimately presented the top three candidates for formal interviews before the committees on
October 6; following which the committees selected Villa Healthcare Company of Skokie, llinois
(*Villa®) as the buyer; and

WHEREAS, on November 3™ the law firm of Husch Blackwell in Milwaukee was retained to
provide legal counsel on all matters related to the sales transaction of Ridgewood;

WHEREAS, on November 7" a non-binding Letter of Intent (‘LOI") was negotiated and
executed with Villa that details the intentions of both parties to proceed to the sale of Ridgewood to
Villa. The terms of the LOI are subject to due diligence by Villa, which will commence after the
County Board approves this resolution, and it includes the following points of agreement by the
parties:

1. The County will sell the facility (buildings and land attached and adjacent to), the
business (the skilled nursing business operated thereon), the vehicles, and fixtures
and equipment used in connection to business operations, and a 7-day food
inventory (required by State of Wisconsin).

2. Villa will pay a purchase price of $10,500,000.00 (ten million five hundred thousand
dollars) to the County at closing, with earnest money in the amount of $250,000.00
held in escrow after approval of this resolution.

3. Villa will make capital improvements in the amount of $1,500,000.00 (one million
five hundred thousand dollars) within 24 months of closing date.

4. Villa will take all reasonable steps to own and operate the facility for a minimum of
ten years, but no less than five years,

5. The County will collect all outstanding accounts receivables, and shall pay all
outstanding debts, liabilities and obligations at the closing date.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Racine County Board of Supervisors that the sale of Ridgewood
Care Center is hereby authorized and approved.

IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Racine County Board of Supervisors that Corporation
Counsel shall work with the firm of Husch Blackwell to pursue the terms of the Letter of Intent, and
prepare all final transaction agreements.

The Wisconsin Department of Agriculture, Trade and Consumer Protection (“DATCP?”) and
Racine_ (“County”) hereby amend the CREP contract signed by the county on
4/8/2002_ for the Wisconsin conservation reserve enhancement program (CREP).

IL. The following provisions are amended to read as follows:

Section I, E. CREP STATE PAYMENT REQUEST PROCESS.

Caleulate the payment requests under the state CREP for landowners approved to participate in the
Wisconsin CREP. The County shall use only payment request forms provided by DATCP.

Submit the payment requests for state incentive payments and any practice payments for conservation
practices to DATCP as follows:

1. All incentive payment requests for 15-year agreements shall be submitted only after the 15-year
agreement is fully executed. The request shall include the following attachments: the 15-year
agreement, the completed state CREP application form, the completed federal W-9 form, a copy
of the federal CRP-1 & CRP-2¢ form, the applicable tax parcel identification number(s), current
property tax bills, and any orthophoto map. The County shall also include the completed
environmrental benefit report for the parcel(s). (See paragraph 5 below.)

2. Allincentive payment requests for perpetual conservation easements held by the County shall be
submitted only after the casement is fully executed and recorded. The request shall include the
following attachments: a copy of the paid invoices for the title search report, a copy of the
petpetual conservation easement document, clearly indicating the recording information and the
fees for such recording, and the completed environmental benefit report for the parcel(s).

3. Allincentive payment requests for perpetual conservation easements held by the state shall be
submitted to DATCP at the time the County submits the title search report and GPS information,
The request shall include the following attachments: a copy of the paid invoices for the title
search report, and the completed environmental benefit report for the parcel(s).




4, All practice payment requests shall be submitted only after installation of the FSA cost-shared
conservation practices, if any. The request shall include the following: the completed and
executed USDA form FSA-848 from FSA.,

5. All environmental benefit reports shall be made on forms provided by DATCP, The report shall
include: the amount of phosphorus, nitrogen and sediment annually estimated to be removed from
the future runoff on the parcel as a result of installation of the conservation practices; an estimate
of the miles of stream buffered (as applicable); and the acres of grassland established with the
grassland project areas (as applicable). The County shall report information by project area
(grassland or riparian), by watershed, and by name of the immediate downstream water body.

Submit all payment requests to DATCP in a timely manner, and no later than the last day of the contract
period.

When necessary provide to the appropriate landowner any and all payments received by the County from
DATCP regarding CREP.

Scction L F. CREP STATE ANNUAL REPORTING PROCESS.

Provide DATCP, on an annual basis (by October of each year during the contract period), or more
frequently at the request of DATCP, the following materials regarding implementation of CREP during
the previous 12-month period:
I. A copy of any completed state CREP applications and all attachments, not previously submitted.
2. A copy of any completed, and executed, state CREP 5-year agreements, not previously submitted.
3. A copy of any completed, and executed, perpetual conservation easements that the County will
hold, or the original completed, and executed, perpetual conservation easement if the County is
requesting that DATCP hold the easement, and all required attachments, not previously submitted.
4, Any outstanding requests for CREP payment, not previously submitted. The County may send the
CREP payment requests into DATCP at any time with the required supporting documents, but
submission must be at least biannually. Any request for payment for installation of any necessary
conservation practices must inclide a copy of the USDA form FSA-848 signed by an authorized
agricultural engineering practitioner, State payments will be made only after receipt of such
certification that installation met USDA standards.
5. A copy of a summary of County costs to implement CREP that includes County staff costs and any
other County costs during the previous 12-month period.

Appendix A, L RECORDS; ACCESS:

The COUNTY will keep records of the COUNTY’S activities under this contract, including
records of all funds received and spent, and proof of COUNTY receipt of DATCP checks to
applicable landowners. The COUNTY will keep financial records according to generally accepted
accounting principles and practices,

The COUNTY will keep all records, for each individual landowner, for at least 3 years past the
termination date of the state CREP agreement or the federal CREP agreement, whichever ocours
later, including: USDA Conservation Reserve Program Worksheet, CRP-2¢; USDA
Conservation Reserve Program Contract, CRP-1; Notice Regarding CRP Accepted Offers, CRP-
23; Notice of Unaceepted Offer, CRP-26; Notice of Contract Approval, CRP-24; and USDA
Cost-Share Performance Certification and Payment, FSA-848.

The COUNTY will keep all records relating to perpetual conservation easements, in perpetuity,
for each individual landowner including: USDA Conservation Reserve Program Worksheet,
CRP-2¢; USDA Conservation Reserve Program Contract, CRP-1; USDA Cost-Share

Performance Certification and Payment, ESA-848; CREP Perpetual Conservation Easement,

ARM-LWR-281.

In the event that USDA changes a form title or form number, the County shall keep complsted
copies of those updated or revised forms as appropriate,

The COUNTY will make the recards available to DATCP or its designee for inspection, audit and
copying upon request, The COUNTY will provide proper facilities for the inspection, audit or
copying. In the event of a dispute involving any records, DATCP may require the COUNTY to
keep those records for an additional period of time specified by DATCP.

L TERM OF THE CONTRACT

This contract amendment takes effect upon signing by both parties and remains in effect until the CREP

PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT

a. Verify the boundaries of the watershed.

b. Update the land usage patterns in the watershed, including gully erosion and
other known problems.

c. Assess the impact of the new ownership and operation of the major dairy
farm in the northeast corner of the watershed.

d. Identify any new issues in the watershed affecting Eagle Lake.



e. ldentify new technologies and approaches to use in the phosphorus reduction
effort

f. Re-run the phosphorus and sediment “loading” models using the latest
available modeling tools.

g. Articulate another set of “priorities for action” based on the new information

available.

DISTRICT agrees to pay COUNTY $5,000.00 within thirty (30) days after their
submission to DISTRICT of the updated watershed study. .
