PROGRAM DESCRIPTION:

Strategic Prevention

The Racine County Human Services Department plans to provide services within the county that will reduce the use and abuse of prescription medication.  The services that will be provided through the SPF PFS II grant will include education regarding the misuse of prescription drugs, training on best practices protocols, awareness of issues within our community and advocacy of appropriate disposal of prescription medications.  The education campaign will include two main focuses; 1) parents and youth and 2) patients and healthcare providers.  The parents and youth initiative will include collaboration with local school districts in order to enhance existing health promotion programs.  The patient and healthcare education piece will be achieved through collaboration with local hospitals to enhance or develop emergency room prescription protocol, pain management protocol, and prescriber education.  Additionally training will focus providing providers of the Prescription Drug Monitoring Program education (PDMP).  

Racine County plans to provide services that will enhance our ability to safely and responsibly dispose of unused medications.  FOCUS currently oversees three medication drop boxes in the county.  The drop boxes are located in the Racine Police, Sturtevant police Department, and Town of Waterford.  During the current year, plans have been developed to install an already purchased box in the City of Burlington Police Department.  The Mt Pleasant Police Department has shown interest in allowing drop boxes to be placed in their agencies. The additional medication drop box within the county will allow the community members increased access and ease in disposing of their unwanted and potentially toxic medications.

Focus will provide .2FTE to work with the SPF PFS Coordinator.  The FOCUS .2FTE will conduct the community education in accordance with the work plan developed for SPF PFS.

FOCUS will ensure that all services delivered are compliant with the evidenced based programming and practices.

Program Evaluation Outcomes
