PROGRAM DESCRIPTION:

This program will consolidate all the current pharmacy providers into one or two programs.  The purpose is to provide psychotropic medications to disabled and/or elderly adults who have no insurance coverage or other means to pay for the medication.  By providing the medication, Behavioral Health Services of Racine County believes people will be less likely to need inpatient or institutional care and will be able to remain in the community and functioning well.

Behavioral Health Services of Racine County will be contracting with one Provider east of the Interstate and one Provider west of the Interstate.  The program will provide medications only to persons authorized by Behavioral Health Services of Racine County or its designee.  Payment will be based on Medicaid reimbursed rates.

In addition, preference will be given to a Provider that demonstrates that:
· They are community based, owned and operated locally.

· They provide the lowest price, not to exceed the reimbursement rate of Medicaid, for each medication

· Have a history of providing services to disabled adults in Racine County, especially those with mental illness

· Have consistent pharmacy staff who know the agencies and facilities working with disabled adults

· Are flexible in implementing operating policies

· Are flexible in responding to changing medication orders

· Have a history of billing to Medicaid and reimbursement to Racine County

· Understand RCHSD's mental health system

· Understand Behavioral Health Services of Racine County's authorization process and billing system

· Understand the prescribing practices of the designee’s psychiatrist

· Have a willingness and ability to understand individual patient needs.

EVALUATION OUTCOMES:

1. All prescriptions will be provided within one day of receiving the order/authorization.

2. All billing will be at the Medicaid rate, or lower, for that medication.
