At the Board portion of the hearing, HENDRIX MOVED, seconded by Charlier, to approve this variance request to construct a covered screen porch addition to an existing residence located at 6836 N. Tichigan Road, Section 14, Town 4 North, Range 19 East, in theTown of Waterford. Motion carried unanimously.  VOTE: 4/0
The Board approved this variance request as: The Racine County Public Works and Development Services Director recommended approval, pursuant to her correspondence dated July 31, 2017. The Board approved this variance request as: The Racine County Public Works and Development Services Director does not object to this variance request, pursuant to her correspondence dated July 31, 2017. Submitted documentation and public hearing testimony established a need for an accessory building of this size for Phase I of the two-phased project, construction of which will be started with a year’s time according to public hearing testimony. The variance does not appear to be contrary to the purpose and spirit of the ordinance, as the accessory structure should not block views to the water and should not compromise aesthetics. The request does not appear to create substantial detriment to adjacent property, as there was no opposition shown at the public hearing and the public interest does not appear to be negatively impacted by this request. The waters of the state will be protected by implementing required erosion-control measures and shoreland conditions. The variance request does not appear to be contrary to the purpose and spirit of the ordinance, as the total impervious surfaces on this lot have been reduced; and it should not disrupt the uniformity of the development in this area and should not create a lesser effect on the neighborhood character. To comply with the ordinance would render conformity with such restrictions as unnecessarily burdensome.

The Board granted approval of this variance request subject to: The proposed accessory building must be located and sized as shown on the submitted survey dated June 22, 2017. Racine County shoreland conditional use approval must be obtained as part of the zoning permit process.
