Canadian Pacific Railroad to make improvements at railroad crossing  

 
Racine – The Canadian Pacific Railroad plans to close a portion of County Highway K 
(Northwestern Avenue) beginning Monday, August 26, to make improvements to the 
railroad grade crossing and repair a rail defect.  
 
County K will be fully closed at the railroad crossing, about 150 feet west of County H, 
and will be closed to all through-traffic between County Highway V and County Highway

to direct traffic around the closure.
