DEFINITION OF CLIENT ELIGIBILITY:


Adults with mental illness who are in crisis or at risk of harm to themselves or others who must be admitted for inpatient psychiatric services.  These adults will not have any type of medical insurance to cover the hospitalization.

PROGRAM DESCRIPTION:

This contract will provide psychiatric consulting to adults with mental illness who are in crisis and need inpatient psychiatric care.  The consultation may include arranging admission to Wheaton Franciscan All Saints Inpatient Unit. All individuals in need of this service are ones who do not have any type of medical insurance coverage.
The process begins when a person presents themselves at the Emergency Room indicating they are in crisis or when law enforcement brings a person because they are dangerous to themselves or others or are in crisis.  The Emergency Room physician and Behavioral Health Services of Racine County crisis staff work together to determine the best course of services for the individual.  If the determination is made that inpatient care is the best type of service, the psychiatrist, under this contract, will be contacted for further consultation and to arrange admission.  The psychiatrist will also do a face-to-face initial visit with the consumer during the next working day.

The individual may voluntarily agree to be admitted to inpatient care or may be detained through the legal process by law enforcement and required to be admitted.

Once the individual is in the hospital, the psychiatrist will continue to see the person, consult with other medical staff as necessary and consult with Behavioral Health Services of Racine County crisis staff regarding progress, need for further services and plans for discharge.

Behavioral Health Services of Racine County will only pay for services that are authorized by our department.  Behavioral Health Services of Racine County reserves the right to seek reimbursement if an individual later has Title XIX funding established retroactively for the period that Behavioral Health Services of Racine County previously authorized.

EVALUATION OUTCOMES:

1. All clients shall have an initial visit by the psychiatrist within 24 hours of admission.

2.
The psychiatrist will be available to admit patients 95% of the time when contacted by Emergency Room staff.
An Evaluation Outcome Report must be submitted to the Administrator of Behavioral Health Services and the Racine County HSD Contract Compliance Monitor by 2/1/21.
