Naloxone reversing an overdose

Naloxone has a stronger affinity to the opioid receptors than opioids, such as heroin or axycodone,
50 it knocks the opioids off the receptors for a short time (30-90 minutes).
This allows the person to breathe again and reverse the overdose.
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Narcan and Narcan training is available to Racine County residents:

Available to those in jeopardy of overdose, family members, friends, or anyone
wanting to prevent opioid overdose

Not responsive to Breathing will be slow Choking, gurgling or Lip or nails are blue, T
