American Plum prunus americana Medium 15-25' Well drained Full/Partial Oval 15 - 25' Produces fruit annually « White flowers * Drought resistant
Hazelnut corylus americana Fast 8-20' Most - Well drained Full / Partial Oval 10 - 15' Showy spring flowers ¢ Best used when naturalizing an area * Edible nuts

Master, Red Milkweed, Round-headed Bush Clover, Sawtooth Sunflower, Showy Sunflower, Smooth Blue Aster, Spiderwort, Stiff Goldenrod, Sweet Black-eyed Susan, White Wild Indigo, and Yellow Coneflower

Every 10-gram packet contains 10 essential nutrients and releases them over a 12-month period, when the seedlings need them most.
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
