Report No. 2023-35 Report by the County Executive Making an Appointment to the Racine/Kenosha Community Action Agency Board of Directors

Chairman Miller indicated the appointment is Maurice Horton and the reappointment is Kim Serpe.  To expedite the process committee members acted on these appointments at last week’s County Board meeting.  The County Board has already approved the appointments.  These reports were presented tonight for information purposes. 

Youth & Family Division Update

Director Otto distributed a Racine County Youth & Family Supporting Families In-Home data sheet.  She indicated the programs are very tied to the advantageous budgetary situation HSD is in and credited the work Mr. Bedwell has done over the past seven to eight years.  He spearheaded the safety support program. He then developed the Boost program and is now overseeing the Violent Crime Reduction initiative.  

Mr. Bedwell presented the out-of-home placement data and in-home family support programs, Boost, and Safety Support.  Out of home placements are down, only three children are in residential care settings which is the highest cost placement that exists.  He praised the Youth & Family Division for these numbers.  Racine County is one of the best counties in keeping children at home when they are returned.  The length of stay has also been reduced.

HSD Capital Construction Update

Youth Development and Care Center:  two-thirds to three quarters of the bid packages have been sent out.  A recording studio will be explored for expression and creativity through music and hip-hop.  This is a $20,000 contract and will be brought back to the committee.  

Behavioral Health Facility:  The timeline has been updated.  The RFP for a general architect will be released October 16, notice of award around December 4, go to County Board the beginning of the year to secure and finalize funding mechanisms for constructure.  

Correspondence and Other Business  

Group homes will be a future agenda item.
